The General Education Requirements for the California State University (CSU) system
specifies courses within subject areas which will satisfy the 39 lower division GE
requirements for any campus of the California State University System. Completion of
lower division GE is not required before transfer but for most students it is highly
recommended. If completed prior to transfer students will be responsible for only an
addtional 9 upper division semester units in GE. For some students, in high unit
majors, completing the pre-major course requirements will be a priority over
completing GE requirements. Napa Valley Colege courses with a number designation
of 100 through 299 are transferable to all CSU campuses, but only a select group of
these courses qualify for CSU GE.

A Napa Valley College student who is planning to transfer to one of the campuses of the CSU system may qualify for
admission by meeting the following requirements:

• Meet the eligibility index required of freshman

college preparatory subjects were not completed.
• Maintained at least a 2.0 g.p.a. in college transferable course work
• Are in good standing at the last college attended, i.e. are eligible to re-enroll.

Thinking; and  B-4, Mathematics/ Quantitative Reasoning

• Additional CSU transferable courses from Physical Universe; Life Forms; Mathematics; Arts and Humanities;
and Social and Behavioral Sciences of at least equivalent level to courses that meet general education
requirements.
