Article 1. Applicability

1. When do these changes take effect?

The policy is effective fall 2018 arapplies tostudents enrolling in fall 2018 and subsequent terms who:
(1) have not previously been enrolled continuously at a campus of the CSU or CCC and (2) who have
not satisfied lowedivision general education requirements according to the provisions of Title 5
Sections 40405.2 or 40405.3. Students subject to earlierggtdosnay elect to change their catalog
year and be subject the new GE requirements as well as current major degree program requirements
and campus graduation requirements

2. Can the CSUdelay implementation until fall 2019 to givemore time for the required
curricular changes?

Article 5. Transfer and Articulation

9. What is an “eligible institution” for articulation?

“Eligible” means any institution accredited by a recognized U.S. Department of Education regional
accrediting agencygr anyinternational higher education institution legally authorized to deliver
postsecondary instruction in their country is eligible for course articulaitbnG8U campuses.

10. Can CSU and CCC campusearticulate GE courseswith institutions other than CCCs?
